This focuses mainly on Christianity, with Islam and Judaism at Key Stage 1 
and Judaism, Hinduism, Islam and Sikhism at Key Stage 2. We use the materials produced by the Diocese of Rochester to support our 
teaching of the locally agreed syllabus and these materials include the ‘Understanding Christianity’ resources. Children here at 
Fawkham have little exposure to people of other faiths in their everyday lives. Therefore, throughout their RE  journey, we aim for the 
children in Key Stage 1 and 2  to visit a non-Christian place of worship every academic year. Parents have the right to withdraw their 
child from all or part of RE.
